SUMMARY: The James Weldon Johnson Collection Files contain manuscript 
correspondence, literary works and other documents relating to African 
Americans, dating from 1809 to 1979. The collection contains several letters 
to James Weldon Johnson from aspiring poets asking for feedback on their 
writing. Correspondence sent to Langston Hughes, Harold Jackman, Grace 
Nail Johnson, and Carl Van Vechten is also prominent in the collection. The 
collection includes broadway actress Rose McClendon's scripts used when 
performing in various productions. Some early documents relate to slavery; 
these include bills of sale and an estate inventory dating from 1856. Writings 
by Sterling Allen Brown, George Washington Carver, Ralph Ellison, and J. 
Saunders Redding can be found in the collection. African-American women 
authors are also represented; most notably in writings and correspondence 
of Elizabeth Ross Haynes and Margaret Walker.

Scope and Contents
The James Weldon Johnson Collection Files contain letters, literary works and other documents arranged 
alphabetically by the name of author, recipient, or subject, and dating from 1809 to 1979.

The Files contain several letters, accompanied by poems, that were sent to James Weldon Johnson. 
Correspondence sent to Langston Hughes, Harold Jackman, Grace Nail Johnson and Carl Van Vechten is 
also prominent in the Files. Broadway actress Rose McClendon's scripts, used when performing in various 
productions, can also be found in Files.

Some early documents relate to slavery. These include correspondence and related materials dating from 
1809 concerning Samuel Osborn who was accused of cutting o� his slave's ear. The Files also include bills 
of sale and an estate inventory, which includes a list of slaves, dating from 1856.
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Writings by a number of prominent twentieth century African-American intellectuals are included in the 
Files, such as Sterling Allen Brown, George Washington Carver, Ralph Ellison, and J. Saunders Redding.

Prominent African-American women authors are also represented, as seen in documents relating to 
Elizabeth Ross Haynes and Margaret Walker.

Augusta Bird Courtney was an American children's author who was born in 
Tennessee. She worked with Dr. Verina Morton Jones at the Lincoln Settlement 
House, which was a community center in Brooklyn founded in 1908, and served 
on the clerical force of the National Association for the Advancement of Colored 
People. She contributed stories to The Upward Path: A Reader for Colored 
Children (1920), which was a collection of stories and poems by African-American 
writers, and to The Brownies' Book (1920-21), which was the nation's first 
magazine for African-American children and young adults.

Collection of six pieces of correspondence, including autograph and typed 
original and carbon copy letters, some signed, dating from 1933-1934. Five 
letters concern Courtney's e�orts to secure a loan to buy a farm property in 
Tennessee; correspondents include James Weldon Johnson, Senator David I. 
Walsh of Massachusetts, and Henry A. Hunt, Assistant Governor of the Farm 
Credit Administration. One letter is an update from Margaret V. Flint about a 
child named Horace. Accompanied by a typescript draft, with revisions, of an 
untitled children's story which was enclosed with an autograph letter, signed, 
from Courtney to James Weldon Johnson; that letter is located in the James 
Weldon Johnson papers.
