Processing Information

Collections are processed to a variety of levels, depending on the work necessary to make them usable,
their perceived research value, the availability of staff, competing priorities, and whether or not further
accruals are expected. The library attempts to provide a basic level of preservation and access for all
collections as they are acquired, and does more extensive processing of higher priority collections as
time and resources permit.

This collection received a basic level of processing, including rehousing and minimal organization.
Various acquisitions associated with the collection have not been merged and organized as a whole.
Each acquisition is described separately in the contents list below and titled according to month and
year of acquisition.

Information included in the Description of Papers note and Collection Contents section is drawn

from information supplied with the collection and from an initial survey of the contents. Folder titles
appearing in the contents list below are often based on those provided by the creator or previous
custodian. Titles have not been verified against the contents of the folders in all cases. Otherwise, folder
titles are supplied by staff during initial processing.

Stephen Tennant

Stephen Tennant (1906 - 1987) was a British socialite and writer known as one of the "Bright Young People,”
a group of upper-class British artists, writers, and bon vivants during the 1920s. Tennant’s friends and
peers included Cecil Beaton and Rex Whistler and he had a brief, passionate affair with the poet Siegfried
Sassoon. He befriended his favorite author, Willa Cather, and became a travelling companion to her partner,
Edith Lewis, and he enjoyed close friendships with Daphne Du Maurier, Stephen Spender, Vita Sackville-
West, and Elizabeth Bowen. Later in life Tennant withdrew from society, confining himself to his country
estate for decades, producing sheaves of handwritten pages for a unfinished novel, "Lascar.”
