Collections are processed to a variety of levels, depending on the work necessary to make them usable, 
their perceived research value, the availability of sta�, competing priorities, and whether or not further 
accruals are expected.

Marilyn Hacker (1942-)
Marilyn Hacker, American poet and editor, was born in New York City in 1942 and attended New York 
University, receiving a B.A. in Romance Languages in 1964. Hacker's first collection of poems, Presentation 
Piece (New York: Viking Press, 1974), was the recipient of the National Book Award. Her other collections 
include   Names (W. W. Norton, 2009),   Desesperanto: Poems 1999-2002 (2005);   First Cities: Collected 
Early Poems 1960-1979 (2003); and   Squares and Courtyards (2000). In addition to writing poetry, Hacker 
was the editor of the   Kenyon Review from 1990 to 1994, and has translated the work of many European 
poets into English.

Hacker was married to science fiction writer Samuel Delany from 1961 to 1974 and has one daughter. She 
lives in New York City and Paris.
