This subseries is divided into two categories: family correspondence and
general correspondence.

The family correspondence incluldes letters to and from Vladimir, Wanda
and Sonia, as well as Wanda’s mother, Carla DeMartini, and her father,
Arturo Toscanini.

The general correspondence consists chiefly of fan mail, requests for
autographs, and pianists seeking lessons, advice, or endorsements. A smaller
percentage includes personal and professional correspondence between
Vladimir Horowitz and notable figures, such as Claudio Arrau, Vladimir
Ashkenazy, Gina Bachauer, Leonard Bernstein, Stephen Bishop, Martin
Bookspan, Dave Brubeck, Van Cliburn, Leon Fleisher, Nelson Freire, Gary
Graffman (filed under Wilfrid Van Wyck), AndrAS Gregory, W. Averell

Gift of John Fiske Robson

John Fiske Robson was an elementary school music teacher in Pelham,
New York, and a vehement fan of Vladimir Horowitz. Robson donated
letters, clippings and photographs to the Gilmore Music Library, in honor
of Horowitz. It was decided that Robson’s materials should be kept with
the Horowitz Papers as a prime example of the dedication of Horowitz’s
most loyal fans. Note that there is some similar material in Series IX. of the
Horowitz Papers.

Correspondence

The majority of the correspondence is from Paul Robson to Vladimir
Horowitz and Wanda Toscanini Horowitz. Only a couple of Robson’s
letters appear to have been answered. Notable is a letter describing

John Robson’s gift to the Horowitz archive.
